Treasurer Report

Tom Brainard, Treasurer, was out-of-town and not able to be present at the meeting. By phone, Tom was able to provide information for the Treasurer reports.  Please see the attached Financial Statement for the First Quarter (Q1) of 2026.  
·    First Quarter 2026 revenues were $65,743.01, which exceeded our expenses of $55,448.83 by $10,294.18 (see the attached financial statement for details).  Major expenses were Land Art ($26,673.64) and All Green for snow removal ($23,014.47 combined)
· Account Balances as of the end of the quarter were:
· 5/3 Checking:                   $18,711.82
· 5/3 Savings:                        $4,587.31
· Certificate of Deposit:      $33,624.76
· Vanguard Cash Plus:        $81,042.79
· Total:                              $137,966.68
·   The HOA paid $458.00 in federal income tax, based on taxable income of $1,626; and tax return preparation cost was $295.00.

Following review and discussion of the 1st quarter revenue and expenses, the financial report was approved by the Board.

Mulch

Jim Coyle, President is working with Keith at All Green to consider having two mulch color choices: a brown and a darker brown almost black. If this is an option, double villas must choose the same color for both sides.  Jim is planning to provide additional information at the Annual Meeting on April 22nd held at the Monclova Primary School Community Room.

Winter Snow Shoveling Costs

Jim Coyle was pleased to state that the HOA was able to stay in budget for All Green plowing and shoveling of our villas. 

Review of Deer Valley Lots, Bushes, Tree Maintenance 

The Secretary informed the board that she was contacted by Bob Schmitt, HOA spokesperson for Deer Valley Decker Homes Development of an exceptionally large tree that had fallen in the ravine behind Ravine Hollow Ct.  Due to the size of this fallen tree, the safety for the removal of the tree is a concern. Bob said that he is receiving multiple bids for its removal. Once Bob has chosen a company to remove the tree, the company will contact the Board to discuss entering off Coder Rd. along the ravine to gain access to the tree and to remove it safely by the workers. 

Discussion was held regarding the common space and border trees. Currently, there is a dead border tree in Plat Three behind Pond #5.  There is also a dead tree located in the Doe Ct.               Cul-de-Sac requires removal and replacement.  Sandy will be inspecting all the VDV border trees to see if there are any other dead border trees that will require discussion on their removal and/or replacement.  Sandy hopes to share information at the upcoming annual meeting.

Mailboxes

Discussion regarding the villas’ mailbox conditions. The board has noticed that mailboxes, especially on Deer Valley Lane, need care mostly due to their age. Below is information regarding who residents may feel free to contact.

While Matt is not a resident in our neighborhood, he has replaced mailboxes for villa owners in accordance with VDV regulations.  Matt’s prices are as follows:

f. Haul away and disposal of old mailbox - $15
